Roundtable Descriptions

Technology The 21st century leader must be familiar with the appropriate use of technology in managing assets, membership requirement and development and training.  The presenters will provide information on website development, maintenance and expansion, affordable broadcasting, selection of management and marketing software, and creating and maintaining donor databases.  The presenters include:  Worship Anytime, National City Media Finance Corp, Audio Ethics, Churchwebworks, Logos Bible, Wordsearch.  Rev.
